Top Science Prize

Dr. Felix Haurowitz of the I. U. Chem-
istry Department received one of the world's
top science prizes on Maréh14, when he was
awarded the Paul Ehrlich Award in Frank-
furt, Germany. When he left for Germany
to receive the award, Dr. Haurowitz expect-
ed to receive only a gold medal. However,
this year for the first time the West German
government has provided an added prize of
100, 000 marks ($25,000), half of which goes
to the award winner and half to support re-
search designated by the winner. The award
was made in recognition of Dr. Haurowitz's
discoveries in the field of immunochemistry.
The quality of the award is shown by the fact
that the last four winners of the award have
also been Nobel Prize recipients.

Dr. Haurowitz came to 1. U. in 1948 af-
ter teaching at universities in Istanbul and
Prague. In 1958 he was given the rank of
Distinguished Service Professor at 1.U.

Dr. Haurowitz's research has gone tar
toward explaining how antibodies, disease
fighters, are formed in the body. At pre-
sent, he is seeking an answer to the question:
are antibodies synthesized from amino acids
or are they remodeled proteins ? Dr. Haur-
owitz and his students have pioneered inthe
use of radioisotopes to label chemical con-
stituents involved in antibody formation in
living systems.

MERRITT: CHEMIST & DEAN

Continuing what seems to be becoming
a tradition, Professor Lynne L. Merritt
assumed new duties as Associate Dean of
the College of Arts and Sciences at I.U. on
June 16 of last year. In this capacity he is
associated with another chemist-administra-
tor, Frank T. Gucker, who is Dean of the
College. Both Merritt and Gucker are com-
bining their administrative duties with their
chemistry. The plan is for Gucker to spend
mornings in the Dean'soffice and afternoons
in his chemistry office. Merritt, on the o-
ther hand, is a chemist in the morning (and
night) and is scheduled for '""Deaning' in the
afternoon.

Lynne and Lucille (Mrs. Merritt) arri-
ved in Bloomington in 1942 with their two
older children, Peggy (now 20) and Lucy
(now 17). He had just finished three years
teaching duties at Wayne University in De-
troit, which is his alma mater (AB '36 and
MS '37). His Ph.D. work was done in ana-
lytical chemistry at Michigan ('40) with Dr.
H.H. Willard. At I.U., promotion to asso-
ciate professor came in 1947 and to full pro-
fessor in 1953. During the fall of 1949, he
was Visiting Professor at Cal. Tech. and
in 1955-56 he returned to Cal. Tech. as a
Guggenheim Research Fellow.

Merritt's research interests concern
chelate compounds. He and his research
group have extensively investigated the
crystal structures of some of these com-
pounds by X-ray methods and have studied
their solubilities using radioactive tracers.
He is also interested in instrumentation and
recently developed an automatic coulometer
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for quantitative electrodeposition.

In addition to cigars and coffee, Lynne
derives great pleasure from sailing. In
1958 he acquired a Y-Flyer {18 foot scow)
and has been active in the Bloomington Sail-
ing Club ever since. His son, thirteen
year old Lynne Robert usually serves as the
racing crew, though Lucille is occasionally
pressed into service. Linda, the youngest
Merritt, age 8, is still too young and too
light to crew.

Merritt's first graduate student was
Jack Walker (M. S. '44). Since then the fol-
lowing have received Ph.D. degrees work-
ing with him: Rebecca Leash Elbinger ('46),
B.W.Mundy ('48), J.P. Phillips ('49), Os-
car Menis ('51), Elma Lanterman ('51), Rich-
ard Cady ('52), Charles Guare('53), Chas.
