The last meeting was a luncheon held in Atlantic City on September 14.
Since neither Dr. Gerald Recktenwald, President, nor Professor Harry Day,
Secretary, were able to attend, Professor Ward Schaap presided. He gave some
of the statistics of the fall enrollment and discussed the growth of the Depart-
ment's graduate program. Other representatives of the University were Pro-
fessors V. J. Shiner, Department Chairman, Harrison Shull, Acting Dean of the
Graduate School, and Lynne L. Merritt, Vice President for Research and Dean
of Advanced Studies.

ROBERT CHERNIN MEMORIAL FUND

The Fund to honor the memory of Robert Chernin (PhD '61), who died in
1963, amounts to $464. 15 (January 31). After careful consideration the De-
partment's Graduate Committee made a change in the original plan for using
the Fund. Instead of awarding the entire amount to one graduate student it was
decided to divide it into $100 prizes, one of which will be awarded each year,
until the Fund is depleted, to a graduate student on the completion of his first
year. The recipient of the prize is to be determined on the basis of his perform-
ance in the C-500 course which is required of all first-year graduate students.
For this course each student must complete a research project for which the ex-
perimental procedure is to be developed and a comprehensive report written. A
faculty committee will select the student who, as judged from the experimental
capability he shows and the excellence of his report, indicates the greatest po-
tential for research. The prize will be given near the end of the spring semester
at the Department's traditional awards banquet.

The Committee feels that this plan has the advantages over the original,
that the memorial will be extended over a longer period, the award will have
greater significance if given for a definite achievement, and the announcement
of the prize can be made at a time when it will receive the most attention.

The opportunity to contribute to the memorial is still open. If you wish
to make a contribution, a check should be made payable to the Indiana Uni-
versity Foundation and sent addressed: Indiana University Foundation, Indiana
Memorial Union, Indiana University, Bloomington, Indiana 47401.

NEWS OF THE DEPARTMENT

The Department is continuing its program of renovation in the old part of
the building, so we are quite accustomed to the sounds of pneumatic drills, the
smell of plaster dust, and the presence of construction men with their imple-
ments of de- and con- struction. Currently the interior of the west end of the
ground floor is undergoing a complete demolition in preparation for the new
library. The library will occupy the entire space, including the former corridor,
and will have two and a half times the capacity of the old library. The west
door of the building will be changed to provide for emergency exit only. With
this additional space the library can be arranged more effectively and will more
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efficiently serve the needs of the growing Department. It is expected that the
new library will be ready for occupancy by the middle of next summer.

The Department has recently purchased a much more useful mass spectro-
meter, the Model MS 9, from Associated Electrical Industries of Manchester,
England. This impressive (because of both its size and its cost!) instrument
will make possible much advanced research which has previously not been feas-
ible. The National Science Foundation provided funds for its purchase. Mr.
Alfred Chesrow is assembling the instrument and will oversee its use.

The tenth National Medicinal Chemistry Symposium sponsored by the
ACS Division of Medicinal Chemistry will be held on the I. U. campus June
27-29. Dr. Campaigne is in charge of arrangements. The thirteenth annual
Advanced Placement Conference in Chemistry, sponsored by the College En-
trance Examination Board, will be on campus June 23-25. Dr. Day is chair~
man. Dr. McMaster and Dr. Parmenter are serving on the planning committee.
The National Science Foundation will continue to sponsor a Summer Institute
for High School Teachers of Chemistry for the next three years at Indiana Uni-
versity, The enrollment is limited to 42 students who will be working for the
MAT degree in chemistry. Dr. Schmidt is director of the Institute.

Professor W. j. Moore received the James Flack Norris Award given by
the Northeastern Section of the ACS at Massachusetts Institute of Technology
on November 18. Dr. Moore was cited for his contributions to the teaching of
chemistry, especially through his widely used text book on physical chemistry,
and for productive research on solid state, chemical reactions in ionic beams,
electrical properties of nucleic acids, and the chemical basis of memory. In
accepting the Award he gave an address entitled The Future of Physical Chem-
istry. Dr. Moore went to Australia in January where he will spend a sabbatical
leave until September. He has been awarded a Fulbright Fellowship for re-
search at the University of Queensland in Brisbane in the Department of Applied
Mathematics. During his stay in Australia Dr. Moore expects to continue his
studies of brain chemistry by carrying on research on electro-chemical kinetics
with special reference to the membrane phenomena involved in nerve action.

Dr. David L. Garin is Visiting Instructor in the Department this year. He
received the PhD from Iowa State University and has recently been at the
Weizmann Institute of Science, Rehovoth, Israel, where he carried on research
on natural products. Dr. Joseph Casanova from California State College, Los
Angeles, is Visiting Associate Professor in organic chemistry in the Department.
He hold the doctor's degree from Carnegie Institute of Technology.
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
