I am pleased to announce that two
new faculty members have been hired
and will be joining the department in
the fall of 1991. Romualdo T. de Souza
(nuclear chemistry) received his un-

‘ergraduate education from Washing-
“~fon University at St. Louis, and his MS
and PhD from the University of Roch-
ester, Rochester, N.Y. He is currently a
National Superconducting Cyclotron
Laboratory Fellow at Michigan State
University. His research interests in-
volve the decay of highly excited
nuclear systems, nuclear equation of
state, onset of multifragmentation, and
the study of proton-rich and neutron-
rich nuclei near the drip lines. Mark D.
Hollingsworth (organic chemistry) re-
ceived his undergraduate education at
Carleton College, Northfield, Minn.,
and his PhD at Yale. He was the recipi-
ent of the 1987 ACS Nobel Laureate
Signature Award, held a NATO
postdoctoral fellowship at Cambridge
University , and is an assistant profes-
sor of chemistry at the University of
Alberta. His research in solid state
chemistry focuses on understanding,
prediction, and control of crystal pack-
ing and reactions in organic solids.

Three of our faculty members have
recently been honored. Milos Novotny,
Rudy Professor of Chemistry, was pre-
‘ented with an award for pioneering
the development of
supercritical fluid chromatography at
the Third International Symposium on
Supercritical Fluid Chromatography

and Extraction in Park City, Utah, on
Jan. 15. He also received the 1991
Marcel Golay Award in Chromatogra-
phy on May 13 at the International
Symposium on Capillary Chromatog-
raphy in Riva del Garda, Italy. In addi-
tion, Professor Novotny was awarded
an honorary doctor of pharmaceutical
science degree by the Faculty of Phar-
macy, University of Uppsala, Sweden,
in May. Jeffrey Stryker, assistant pro-
fessor of organic chemistry, has been
awarded the Fluka Prize for the 1991
Reagent of the Year. This prize is given
annually by Fluka Chemie AG, Swit-
zerland, to a research project in which
a newly synthesized compound has
been shown to be a reagent of prime
importance, useful in organic chemis-
try, biochemistry, or analytical chem-
istry. The reagent that Professor Stryker
synthesized is triphenylphosphine cop-
per (I) hydride hexamer, a versatile
regioselective reducing agent for a, -
unsaturated carbonyls. In addition,
George Christou was promoted to the

rank of full professor on July 1.

On Wednesday, Oct. 2, a special pro-
gram will be held to recognize a gener-
ous contribution from Eli Lilly and
Company for the purchase of under-
graduate instructional laboratory
equipment. Lilly’s gift will help ensure
that the quality of the undergraduate
experience in chemistry here at IU is
among the finest and most up-to-date
in the nation, so that in addition to
maintaining our position as number
one in the granting of bachelor’s de-
grees in chemistry, we can help meet
the needs for well-qualified chemists
in both industry and academia.
