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NOTES FROM THE CHAIR

I am pleased to announce that the
Chemistry building renovation is pro-
gressing well, and we anticipate mov-
ing back into the refurbished 1964 an-
nex on or about Sept. 1.

The Indiana University Department
of Chemistry has distinguished itself
by ranking 14th in the world in the
average influence of its faculty’s re-
search publications, according to a re-
cent analysis by Science Watch, a jour-
nal published by the Institute for
Scientific Information (ISI), Philadel-
phia. ISI conducted an exhaustive
analysis of 377,790 articles published
in ISI-indexed chemistry journals be-
tween 1984 and 1990. The impact of a
university’s chemistry output was mea-
sured by its average citations per pa-
per, thus permitting equal comparison
of universities of all sizes. Indiana Uni-
versity had an average of 13.36 cita-
tions per paper (881 papers and 11,771
citations published during the refer-
enced time period).

In addition, senior scientist John
Huffman has been named the 11th
most productive scientist in the world
by the Institute for Scientific Informa-
tion. ISI identified the world’s 20 most
productive scientists by counting re-
search papers published during the
decade 1981-90. Professor Huffman
and his staff use X-ray crystallography
to determine the structure of molecules.
He indicates that our laboratory is
probably the most efficient one in the
country for small-molecule crystallog-
raphy, because we design and build
our own equipment and write our own
computer software. Also, our data col-
lecting is done at low temperatures,
the most effective technique, but not
one that many other laboratories use.

Five of our faculty members have
received awards since our last news-

letter. Malcolm Chisholm has received
the Indiana University 1992 Tracy M.
Sonneborn Lecture Award. This pres-
tigious award is given each year to a
tenured IU faculty member who has
achieved distinction both as a teacher
and a scholar. Professor Chisholm will
present the Sonneborn lecture some-
time during the 1992 fall semester (date
to be announced later). Gary Hieftje
has been selected to receive the 1992
Eastern Analytical Symposium Inc.
Award in Analytical Chemistry, es-
tablished to recognize significant con-
tributions to the field of analytical
chemistry. This award will be pre-
sented on Nov. 16 at the 1992 sympo-
sium, to be held in Somerset, N.]J. Mi-
los Novotny is the recipient of the 1992
Anachem Award, given by the Asso-
ciation of Analytical Chemists, Detroit,
Mich. This award recognizes an indi-
vidual who has contributed signifi-
cantly to the advancement of this sci-
entific discipline. It will be presented
ata symposium during the Federation
of Analytical Chemistry and Spectros-
copy Societies meeting in Philadelphia
on Sept. 20-25. Professor Novotny also
was presented with an honorary doc-
torate by Masaryk University in
Czechoslovakia on Feb. 7. William
Roush has received the 1992 Alan R.
Day Award, presented annually by the
Philadelphia Organic Chemists’ Club
to an organic chemist at the forefront
of his or her field. Professor Roush will
receive the award and make a presen-
tation on recent developments in his
lab on Sept. 24 at the University of
Pennsylvania. Rupert Wentworth was
selected as one of five recipients of the
1991-92 Indiana University Student
Choice Awards. These awards are
sponsored by the Student Alumni
Council and are given annually to fac-
ulty in recognition of their outstand-

ing performance in teaching. Professor
Wentworth and the other recipients
were honored at a special banquet held
on Founders Day, April 12.

I am happy to announce the forma-
tion of the Siedle Lectureship in Inor-
ganic Chemistry. Allen Siedle (PhD'73
with Professor Lee Todd) has estab-
lished this lectureship in memory of
his father, Raymond Siedle. The first
lecture will be given by Professor
Walter Klemperer, University of Illi-
nois, in October. Details will be an-
nounced at a later date.

The AIUC breakfast continues to be
apopular event at the semi-annual ACS
meetings. I hope to see all of you again
at our next breakfast, planned during
the August meeting in Washington,
D.C. Please watch Chemical and Engi-
neering News for further details.
