CHEMISTRY DEPARTMENT, IU HONOR
CAMPAIGNE, CARMACK

For those of you who could not attend the
naming ceremony and special symposium
held on May 26 and 27 to honor emeritus
professors Ernest Campaigne and Marvin
Carmack, I am pleased to report the celebra-
tion was a great success and enjoyed by all.
During the naming ceremony, President
Ehbrlich made a special presentation of the
President’s Medal for Excellence to both
honorees.

Other Chemistry faculty members have
received major Indiana University and na-
tional awards this past semester as well. Pro-
fessor Kenneth Caulton was named Distin-
guished Professor at the Founders Day
Ceremony on March 7. A Distinguished Pro-
fessorship is the most prestigious academic
appointment Indiana University can offer a
faculty member. Professor Caulton is consid-
ered a world authority in four areas of inor-
ganic chemistry and is the author or co-

author of more than 200 publications. Pro-
fessor Emeritus Harry G. Day received an
Indiana University Distinguished Service
Award at a reception, held on April 14, in
recognition of the length and quality of his
service to the profession, the university, and
the public. Professor Day has been at TU
since 1940 and has recently completed a book
on the history of the department, The Devel-
opment of Chemistry at Indiana University in
Bloomington, 1829-1991. Professor Andrew
Ellington was selected as a 1993 Office of
Naval Research Young Investigator. This
program identifies and supports young sci-
entists and engineers who show exceptional
promise for doing creative research and teach-
ing. Ellington is one of 16 investigators cho-
sen from 257 applicants. The award provides
three years of support for his research, which
involves bonding nucleic acids to proteins.
The hope is that this bonding process can

someday be used to fight viral diseases, such
as herpes, some forms of cancers, and AIDS.
Professor Gary Hieftje received the Lester
Strock Award, given by the New England
section of the Society for Applied Spectros-
copy. This award is intended to recognize the
top paper in the field of applied spectroscopy
published in the past five years. Professor
Gary Wiggins was presented with the 1993
William Evans Jenkins Librarian Award
on May 20. This annual award is given to
recognize truly outstanding contributions to
the TU Libraries or to the library profession
in general by a present or former library
faculty member. Wiggins has been head of
the TU Chemistry Library since 1976.
